Minutes for Tuesday, April 28, 2009

PROGRAM:

MOTIONS MADE:
1. Bob Boehlert: to accept the March minutes. Seconded:Barbara Quattro.  Council voted.  Motion Passed.
2. Louis Stoerner for ASNC to cosponsor the District F Cleanup.  Motion seconded by Karen Loper.  Council voted.  Motion Passed
3. Karen Loper: the bylaws should be interpreted to permit the council members to call for a vote on an issue (formal or informal) outside of formal meetings when any board member makes a motion to do so (especially when time is of the essence). It must be in writing and email is acceptable.  Seconded by Barbara Quattro.  Council voted.  Motion passed.
4. Barbara Quattro to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded Anthony Le.  Council voted, motion passed.
COMMITTEE & STANDING REPORTS – 
CHAIRS REPORT  .Michael stated that he attended a meeting sponsored by Kristi Thibaut of the various security providers such as METRO, HPD, International Management District.  He also noted the SNAP is progressing.  
TREASURER’S REPORT – Barbara Quattro noted that the current balance was $3828.39; however, a check written for $500 to Exxon as a refund has not cleared.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE:  Sakina Lanig and Karen Loper were proposed as new council members but were absent from the meeting.  (Karen Loper arrived later.)  Mike Kreinsen questioned the role of the Nominations Committee in this regard.  Michael noted that the Nominations Committee should handle the paperwork and make the recommendation for nomination to the council.  Michael said the council should be more diligent in following procedure.

ALIEF COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION  The quarterly Network Breakfast will be May 5th at 7:30 AM at the Southern News Building.  The formal historic dedication ceremony of the old Alief cemetery was held April 25th at 10 am, at the SW corner Dairy Ashford and Bellaire.  Various agencies were represented and music was supplied.  Now that the cemetery is recognized, it cannot be taken over by developers.  42 certificates were presented to supporters of the cemetery.
TREE PLANTING –No new business.
GUEST SPEAKERS: -
· Mr. Sam Perlin, Senior Citizens Stakeholder/Council Member.  Sam is very involved in the nursing homes issue in Alief as a Patient Advocate.  Sam was involved in Senior Citizen/Family Council nursing care issues in Florida prior to moving to Houston.  Sam has been active in attempting to get media attention (such as Channel 13 and the Houston Chronicle) to defects in the system.  Politics and a basic lack of interest have been his nemesis.  Reporting of issues has been sorely lacking, management has failed at performing its job, and legislators just don’t know what is going on in nursing homes.  Sam has been attempting to get a bill passed that would allow reporting of problems (such as neglect and abuse as well as lack of adherence to regulations and inspection reports) without retaliation.  Sam answered questions from the floor.  Sam praised the work Bob Boehlert has done with collecting complaints.  He feels that legislation is not going to solve the problems, people are.
